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‘FOR MANY’ MEANS ‘FOR YOU’

We have been reflecting a great deal on the phrase “for us.”

Tonight, though, we will hear about the phrase “for many” as Jesus gives His own body and blood
for the forgiveness of sins (Matthew 26:26-28). Jesus and the disciples are celebrating the Passover, but
Jesus does something new. We hear echoes of how Moses and the elders saw God (Exodus 24:3-11),
recognizing that the sacrifices of old will not satisfy (Hebrews 9:11-22).

When Jesus says the phrase “for many,” He is clearly pointing the disciples to the fact that His death
was not only for them alone but for the sins of the world. Because you are a part of the many, “for
us” still holds true.

9Then Moses and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel went up, 'and
they saw the God of Israel. There was under his feet as it were a pavement of sapphire stone, like the very
heaven for clearness. ''And he did not lay his hand on the chief men of the people of Israel; they beheld
God, and ate and drank.

""When Christ appeared as a high priest of the good things that have come, then through the
greater and more perfect tent (not made with hands, that is, not of this creation) '*he entered once for all
into the holy places, not by means of the blood of goats and calves but by means of his own blood, thus
securing an eternal redemption. *For if the sprinkling of defiled persons with the blood of goats and
bulls and with the ashes of a heifer sanctifies for the purification of the flesh, *how much more will the
blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without blemish to God, purify our
conscience from dead works to serve the living God.

STherefore he is the mediator of a new covenant, so that those who are called may receive the
promised eternal inheritance, since a death has occurred that redeems them from the transgressions
committed under the first covenant. '®For where a will is involved, the death of the one who made it
must be established. "For a will takes effect only at death, since it is not in force as long as the one who
made it is alive. '*Therefore not even the first covenant was inaugurated without blood. '°For when
every commandment of the law had been declared by Moses to all the people, he took the blood of
calves and goats, with water and scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book itself and all the
people, Xsaying, “This is the blood of the covenant that God commanded for you.” 2! And in the same
way he sprinkled with the blood both the tent and all the vessels used in worship. ?Indeed, under the
law almost everything is purified with blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness
of sins.

When it is completed, please depart the church in silence.

Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday — (the Triduum)
commemorate the central events of the Christian faith.

Since they are seen as one service in three parts
no Benediction will be spoken until the Easter Vigil.
